COURSE DESCRIPTION  
This course is an introduction to three-dimensional form and design concepts using ceramic materials and 

processes. The projects investigate three dimensionality and visual dynamics including a study of form, space, 

texture, composition, and structure. Students will form an in-depth understanding of threedimensional concepts 

by learning basic sculptural strategies, hand forming techniques, and vocabulary, then applying these skills with 

clay as the medium. As students work on project assignments, they will be reading, researching, discussing, and 

responding to historical and current issues with three-dimensional concepts.

Student will be able to  

  

1) Design forms for specific meanings of structure considering form, space, composition, surface,  

  proportion, function, and content  

2) Generate, organize, and communicate ideas in 3D expression using clay in addition to other 

materials  

3) Identify components and processes of basic glaze chemistry and application  
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4) Critically analyze technical work and artistic expression of clay sculpture

CLAY  
Earthen Red (earthenware, lowfire) clay will be used for this class. You will use a minimum of 4 bags of clay in 

this course. Clay is $16 per 25 lb. bag.    

This clay can be purchased through me during class time, through Derek during posted hours outside of our 

class time, or through the SA+AH Office at posted signs only with a CHECK OR MONEY ORDER. There is a 

form to fill out and bring with you. Once paid, bring the receipt to me or to an available grad student for the 

clay.  

Glaze materials including, slips, wax resist, stains, patinas and pyrometric cones are covered by the course 

materials fee. The plaster, decals and special materials are sold separately and can be purchased by the pound 

through the bookstore with the same form as for clay.   
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I will collect receipts during the second class meeting.   

Additional clay will be available during class and can be purchased from our Teaching Lab Specialist, Derek 

Reeverts during scheduled hours posted on his office door as well as available grad students. Please arrange to 

pick up your clay during these hours. It is suggested that you keep any additional clay locked in your locker and 

that you recycle your used clay for future use (after training).   

Not having clay to work with will result in an unexcused absence.  We cannot accept IOU’s.

All students (those working in the classroom and those working 

from home) will co-ordinate with the instructor and/or kiln room technical assistant to load, fire, unload, 

and clean up after class kilns, and are expected to take turns in helping as part of the participation grade.  If 

you miss a class firing, be aware that your work may not be done in time for the final critique, which will 

affect your final grade.  

  

Students will work in firing teams (with faculty or tech supervision) to fire the bisque and gas glaze kilns. This 

will involve working outside of class time. Please consult with me and/or Derek for help facilitating this. We 

are happy to help and usually know who else is doing similar firings.
