Course Description
This course is designed to familiarize students with works of literature (including bassoon reed making) and repertoire of
the bassoon from the instrument’s beginnings through the present day.

Course Objectives
Students who successfully complete this course will be able to:
e Demonstrate broad knowledge of solo, chamber, pedagogical, and orchestral literature on their primary
instrument
e Demonstrate a basic knowledge of standard bassoon reed making literature
e Effectively study, perform, and teach repertoire on their primary instrument
e Participate in and contribute to current discussions relating to their instrument’s repertoire
e Demonstrate a basic understanding of appropriate repertoire for middle and high school bassoonists

Course Components for Evaluation
e Bassoon Literature Review (50%)

The student will submit to Canvas a bassoon literature review (suggestion: use Microsoft excel program) that
lists significant etude books, method books, solo and chamber works for bassoon (with composer names and
instrumentation), standard orchestral excerpts (for principal bassoon, second bassoon, and contrabassoon),
technique resources (i.e. extended techniques, fingerings, etc.), and reed making books. For solo and chamber
works, categorize by time period and make special note if a work is composed by a composer from an
underrepresented group (BIPOC, LGBTQ+, women). The bassoon literature review has two due dates:

Create a 45-minute bassoon recital program consisting of audience accessible works that you feel would best
introduce them to the bassoon (imagine that most of your audience has never heard of the instrument before
and has never attended a solo recital). The program does not have to consist of works in their entirety (could be a
movement from a work) but should include at least one work by a composer from an underrepresented group.
The program must be submitted to canvas in a word document in performance order with correct piece and

composer information, as well as individual work timings.

Create a List of suitable etude/method/scale books for middle and high school students as well as three
suggested pieces (one easy, one intermediate, and one challenging level) for each grade (from 6- 12t grade).
