Course Description

This course provides technical and design skills for the creation of a digital portfolio with interactive
media suitable for distribution, including takeaways and a portfolio website.
The course also covers techniques for using and linking social media, digital branding and personal marketing.

By the end of this course, students will be able to:

1. Understand the fundamental tools used in creation of contemporary digital arts and sciences.

2. Effectively analyze visual components of traditional media including photography, image-based advertising,
printed texts, etc.

3. Identify, define and articulate diverse characteristics of the still image.

4. Effectively create new visual components within a digital media framework.

5. Apply their understanding of visual design in the creation of both individual and collaborative group projects
that demonstrate compelling visual techniques embodied in original media artifacts.

Course Recordings

Our class sessions may be audio-visually recorded for students in the class to refer and for enrolled students who are
unable to attend live.

Creation of Original Content Ethics

For original projects and all assignment deliverables, students should remember that representations of acts of violence,
coarse and offensive language, sexual behavior, bodily function and ability, neurodiversity, and personal identity are
likely to cause extreme audience response, regardless of the creator’s intentions. In addition, the recreation of such
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actions and subjects for fictional purposes may unintentionally traumatize or negatively impact those who collaborate in
the creation of the images. While the university encourages students to explore themes and tell stories that may include
this difficult subject matter, they should be cautioned against modes or styles of representation that might be
considered unnecessarily offensive or potentially triggering. Instructors, faculty, and university administrators reserve
the right to not show or share any student work they feel is inappropriate for their classroom or for public exhibition, as
there may be concerns about the impact of such work on the community. We encourage students to consult with their
faculty when producing work that might be considered controversial, and to err on the side of being cautious when it
comes to making decisions about a project's content - in other words, make the PG-13 version of your story, not the R
version, and certainly not the "unrated" version. This is also to help students understand that most professional creative
situations have strict guidelines and limitations on such content and how it is produced: your ability to tell stories
effectively with "less" is a strong professional skill that will aid in the dissemination of your work to a broader audience.
