Course description: 
This course covers major artists, artworks and movements of the last 50 years in a thematic 
approach.    
 
Course Objectives  
 *Provide an overview of the history of since 1970 

*Introduce students to the wide variety of concepts, themes, materials, formats and 
practices used by 20th and 21st century artists 
*Increase skills in analyzing visual art and contextualize contemporary artworks 
*Introduce students to theories about contemporary art, while contextualizing 
contemporary art within the modern art world

Jean Robertson and Craig McDaniel, with Scott Contreras-Koterbay, Themes of Contemporary 
Art: Visual Art After 1980, 5th Edition. Oxford University Press, 2022.

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Assignments and Exams  
As part of the Participation grade, students are expected to come to class with a several-sentence 
comment or discussion question from the day’s reading. Responses are due on Canvas at the start 
of section.  
 
There will be an Exhibition Review essay (3-5 pages) which will require students to go to the 
Harn Museum on campus.   
 
The Curatorial Project will be a group-work project accomplished during class time. There will 
be multiple parts to the Curatorial Project, including an introduction, checklist, powerpoint, wall 
labels, individual essay, and presentation. A handout with full explanation & due dates will be 
provided. 
 
There will be a Midterm Exam and a Final Exam, both of which will involve short answer 
questions and essays. Students will be responsible for material covered in lecture, section, the 
textbook, and any other assigned readings. Class PowerPoints will be posted on Canvas to assist 
in studying. Further details on all assignments and exams will be provided during the semester. 
 
Attendance, Participation, Due Dates:  
Students are expected to attend all lectures and a weekly discussion section. Attendance will be 
taken at the start of every lecture and every section by the Teaching Assistants. Students are 
permitted only two unexcused absences in lecture and one unexcused absence in section. 
Except in extenuating circumstances, more than three unexcused absences (total) will affect your 
final course grade. The instructor may opt to drop your final grade a half-step for every 
additional unexcused absence (B to B-, B- to C, etc.). Absences that are incurred as a 
consequence of illness, religious observance, or family emergency will be excused with an 
official doctor’s note or written statement, although supplemental assignments may be assigned 
in order to help keep up with the material and to make up for lost class participation. Unexcused 
late arrivals and early departures of 15 minutes or more will count as an absence.  
 
Active participation is required for this course and will be factored into your final grade. Active 
participation means being engaged, coming to class having completed all the readings and being 
ready to discuss them (consulting images, identifying puzzling aspects of the texts, highlighting 
passages for analysis, raising questions for discussion), and being respectful of your professor 
and peers.  
 
Students are expected to turn in all assignments on time. Late assignments will be penalized 
1/3 of a letter grade for every twenty-four hours past their due date. Any extensions or 
make-up work due to an excused absence must be coordinated with the instructor. The provision 
of any make up exam is solely at the discretion of the instructor.

A class 
lecture does not include lab sessions, student presentations, clinical presentations such as 
patient history, academic exercises involving solely student participation, assessments 
(quizzes, tests, exams), field trips, private conversations between students in the class or 
between a student and the faculty or guest lecturer during a class session.
