Course Description 
This course provides an intermediate theoretical understanding of jazz harmony, jazz chord symbols, common 
jazz scales and modes, jazz articulations, blues forms, piano voicings, the basics of tune writing, and techniques 
in accurately memorizing jazz standards.  Online resources include online platform, flash cards, worksheets and 
35 instructional videos.   
Prerequisites: Jazz Fundamentals 1 with a passing grade of B or better.   
 
Course Objectives/Goals 
Jazz Fundamentals 2 teaches skills vital to participating in the current music industry.  The online Jazz 
Fundamentals 2 course will provide students with the commercial theory needed to develop improvisation 
skills, read chord symbols, extend chords, use modern scales to create interesting colors, and will provide 
students with the basics of song writing and the blues.
