COURSE DESCRIPTION:

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

This course serves as an introduction to analog photography as well as the alternative 
process of cyanotype printing. Students will learn technical skills like shooting film, 
developing film, darkroom printing processes, cyanotype printing, and experimental 
printing. Throughout the semester, students will learn about a variety of different 
photographic artists including but not limited to Francesca Woodman, Diane Arbus, and 
Gregory Crewdson. By the end of the semester, students will have a working understanding 
of technical analog processes, knowledge of photographic artists and their work, and how 
concepts in art theory relate to their work in reference to the projects they will complete 
throughout the semester.

•	 To learn how to shoot film, develop film, print in the darkroom, and other media.
•	 To develop a new or improved planning process when creating artwork.
•	 To gain skills in critical thinking when discussing art theory and conceptual interests.
•	 To investigate different photographic artists and use visual research as an influence.
