Course Description 
This is the third of a sequence of four courses that develop your skills and ear training and aural skills in 
conjunction with the sequence in written music theory and analysis. 
 
Course Objectives 
This course is intended to help you acquire “an understanding of the common elements and organizational 
patterns of music and their interaction, the ability to employ this understanding in aural, verbal, and visual 
analyses, and the ability to take aural dictation.” (NASM VIII B. 2.a) 
 
By the end of this sequence, you will be able to:  

- Identify and transcribe common harmonies, melodies, and progressions. 
- Perform notated melodies and rhythms at sight. 
- Reproduce the concepts of written theory through dictation and performance.

1. Ear training exams – 35% 
There are three ear training (dictation) exams, which test and reinforce transcription of 
melodies, harmonic progressions, and rhythms. 

2. Sight singing exams – 35% 
There are three sight singing exams, which test and reinforce the ability to perform notated 
melodies and rhythms at sight.  

3. Weekly assignments – 30%  
There are weekly practice assignments (complete in Auralia) for frequent practice and 
development of skills needed for dictation and sight singing quizzes.
